Relying on the Holy 
Spirit for the gifts of strength and compassion, the  
Vincentians were able to respond to the call to bring 
the love of Christ to this needy family.St. Augustine 
best describes in the following words how all of us 
should respond to the less fortunate and needy: “…how 
can we resist the fact that God has no other possible 
revelation but ourselves, that we are the only           
expression of his face in the area we live and that the 
others have a right to ask me to be Jesus Christ in spite 
of all my shortcomings, I am entrusted with the mission 
of being Christ.”If you would like to support our    
Ministry, donations may be made to St. Vincent de 
Paul and placed in the collection basket or delivered to 
the Parish office.
