Father Fred writes. .. Sorry about the long

absence of this column from the bulletin. Towards
the end of Lent, my column was replaced with other
pertinent information for the bulletin. Also, I am
finding that my daily blog is taking a lot more time
to write than I thought. For the next several weeks
at Mass we will be reading from Paul’s letter to the
Galatians. The letter deals with a critical dispute in
the early church: what must one do to encounter the
saving grace of Jesus? Is circumcision necessary or
not? The Jewish-Christians Dbelieved that
circumcision was necessary prior to one becoming a
Christian. Obviously their viewpoint did not prevail.
What must one do in order to be saved? I like Paul’s
answer in Galatians S: faith lived in love. Faith
arising from our encounter with Jesus’ death and
resurrection, an encounter which changes the
direction of our lives. Love: if the love of God has
been poured into our hearts [Romans 5], God is
waiting for us to share that love with one another.
The corporal and spiritual works of mercy are
important ways that we manifest God’s love and
important works that we are called to practice
during this Year of Mercy. Also compassion for the
suffering of others must be included in our works of
mercy. In an address in 2014, Pope Francis spoke
about mercy and compassion as giving one’s heart
to those in need. In that address he said, From the
Gospel narratives we are able to understand the
closeness, the goodness, the tenderness with which
Jesus drew in the suffering people and consoled them,
comforted them, and often healed them. By our
Teacher’s example, we too are called to draw near, to
share the conditions of the people we meet. It is
necessary that our words, our actions, our attitudes
express solidarity, the will to not remain alien to the
pain  of others, and do this with fraternal
warmth... There is a risk of being highly informed
bystanders and disembodied from these realities, or to
have nice discussions that end up in verbal solutions
and disengagement from the real problems.
